Orthodox Churches. In her response, she exprebsdibpe that her book would be, in a way, a paatiaver

to a question she first met in her early theoldgitadies: Who are the Eastern Christians?
As a result of my study, | came to a deeper apatieci of how both the Roman Catholic and
Orthodox Churches are supported by the one mysdifealgrounded in the mystery of the Holy
Trinity, revealed in Jesus Christ.
